Electoral Boundary Changes

Winchester City Council is reviewing the area served by each City Councillor.

It has been asked to do this by the Local Government Commission for England
(LGCE) whose mission is to make sure that each councillor represents about the
same number of people — with less than 10% variation.

In Compton & Shawford we are fortunate to have our own City Councillor today.

The City’s five year forecast shows us having about 1250 voters compared with
an average across the City Council of about 1600.

The Parish Council was concerned that the City Council might propose to bring
us in line with the rest of the Winchester District area by putting parts of the
parish in with adjacent parishes. Although the boundaries of the parish are not up
for review at present, any subdivision for District election purposes could have
paved the way for the parish itself to be carved up in future.
